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Can you tell the difference 

between a counterfeit 

$100.00 bill and a real 

$100.00 bill? Probably not.  

Only a professional who 

works with money and is 

alerted to the differences 

could spot the differences. 
 

Moira Noonan who had 

been deeply involved in 

the New Age movement 

alerted us to many danger-

ous practices when she 

was in Winnipeg in Octo-

ber.  One of these is the 

practice of Reiki which 

looks like the Christian 

prayer for healing by the 

laying on of hands.   
 

Reiki healing is being in-

tensively promoted today 

in many parts of the coun-

try, even in some hospitals 

and health centres and by 

some Christians, as an ac-

ceptable, harmless and 

beneficial technique of 

healing, sometimes called 

ñhealing touchô, 

ótherapeutic touchô or 

óhealing energyô.  No-

where does Scripture teach 

us to ñchannel energyò in 

the way characteristic of 

Reiki.    
 

Reiki has its roots in Bud-

dhism and contains phi-

losophies and practices 

contrary to Christian be-

lief.  Reiki was devised in 

the early 1900ôs by a Japa-

nese Buddhist monk, Mi-

kao Usual.  He studied 

Sanskrit scriptures and had 

some knowledge of medi-

cine and psychology, and 

was involved in fortune 

telling.  He was a member 

of one of many spiritualist 

groups that existed at this 

time.  It was ña metaphysi-

cal group dedicated to de-

veloping psychic abilitiesò.   
 

The method of teaching 

the Reiki technique of 

healing is unusual, secre-

tive, full of deception and 

questionable.  Those wish-

ing to qualify as Reiki 

Healers must go through 

an initiating rite which is 

of a pagan ritual nature.  

On the first level of initia-

tion, students are told to 

close their eyes during the 

initiation.  Symbols are 

secretly drawn over the 

students alleged chakras 

and then visualised/

invoked into the students 

by the Reiki Master.  Stu-

dents are not told this until 

the next stage of the 

course.  They are shown 
the various hand positions 

for treating clients.  First 

degree initiations are 

claimed to open certain 

chakras (i.e. heart, crown, 

throat and hands) where 

psychic energy centres 

supposedly exist.  But we 

know from church teach-

ing that this is false and 

comes from the Hindu and 

pagan new age belief sys-

tem. 
 

Unfortunately, some 

Christians have set them-

selves up as Reiki healers 

and some have doctored 

the Reiki system of healing 

by changing the pagan 

mantras to maranatha 

(come Lord), while at the 

same time retaining the 

philosophy of Reiki, the 

twelve or more treatment 

positions, the supposed 

chakra psychic energy 

points, the secret symbols 

and the questionable sa-

cred words of attunement 

(occult).  They not only 

distort the Catholic 

Churchôs position on such 

matters but confuse the 

unsuspecting public into a 

false sense of trust and 

belief in Reiki.
